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Language


The grades 4’s were very busy in language this month. In writing, we wrapped up our unit on recounts. The grade 4’s learned about personal and factual recounting writing. We learned about the different parts of a recount and the language used in recount writing. 


As a cumulating unit project, the grade 4 students will be creating a cereal box biography/ autobiography. They will recount important events in their lives, or the lives of an influential individual and display it on a cereal box. 





In grammar, we have started parts of speech. So far, we have learned about nouns, pronouns, plural and singular nouns, and possessive nouns. We are currently learning everything we can about verbs! 





In reading, we are currently learning how to find the main idea in a text in our Reading Trends workbook. We will  continue learning about this reading strategy and then move on to summarizing.
